2. T asks Ss to scan the text and decide if the sentences are true or false.

3. Ss give their answers.

Activity 8 – Reading

       Methods and procedures: - reading for detail

       Materials: the coursebook

       Class management: team work

       Timing: 10 min

       Procedure:

1. T divides the class into 3 teams and asks each team to read 2 of the fragments and extract the main ideas from each of them.

2. Ss give their answers.

3. T draws Ss attention to the sentences at exercises 4 and asks some Ss to read them.

4. T explains Ss the task and allows Ss time to solve the task.

5. T checks the answers.
