Title of the lesson: Make it count!
Type of lesson: video-based activity

Aims: 
· to develop speaking and listening skills on a particular issue
· to develop critical thinking
· to work with inspirational quotes
Interaction: teacher-student, student-teacher
Aids: video, quotations, laptop
Methods: brainstorming, presentation, discussion
Time: 50’

Activity 1 WARM-UP
Aim: - to activate students and create atmosphere
Methods: brainstorming
Aid: laptop
Interaction: frontal
Time: 5’

Description
The teacher gives students a choice of two things and gets them to justify their preference briefly( if they want).(Easter or Christmas, dogs or cats, Instagram or Facebook, studying from home or at school, science fiction or comedies, your own garden or your own games room,travelling around the world or going to the moon).

Aim: - to develop critical thinking
Methods: brainstorming, discussion, writing
Interaction: whole class
Time: 10’

Description
The teacher wants to incorporate inspirational quotes into the lesson as a way to get her students motivated, thinking critically, and discussing deeply. Inspirational quotes are also an effective way to directly teach character traits and life skills that need to be reinforced. She asks them if they remember any of the quotes displayed in class in the past or if they have one they like and/or guide their life by. They are asked to read them or write them in the chat. The teacher tells them that they are going to work with quotes but in a different manner. She will display 7 or 8 scrambled quotes and students need to recreate the correct/logical order in written form and then reveal the outcome.

The quotations are:

· “Life is either daring adventure or nothing at all” Helen Keller;
· “Buy the ticket take the ride” Hunter S. Thompson;
· “You only live once but if you do it right once is enough” Mae West;
· “I never worry about the future, it comes soon enough” Albert Einstein;
· “One who makes no mistakes makes nothing at all” Giacomo Casanova;
· “Do one thing everyday that scares you” Eleanor Roosevelt;
· “In the end it’s not the years in your life that count, it’s the life in your years” Abraham Lincoln;
· “If I’d followed all the rules I’d never have gotten anywhere” Marilyn Monroe;

Activity 3 pre-viewing 
[bookmark: _Hlk56353156]Aim: - to understand the meaning of the quotes
Methods: brainstorming, discussion
Aid: laptop
Interaction: frontal
Time: 10’

Description
The teacher asks the following questions and students try to answer them. Some of the questions can be asked after each quote.

Is this a metaphor for something?
Which is your favourite quotation?
What does this quote mean?
What do they have in common?

Activity 4 viewing
Aim: - to watch a video that contains all the quotes
· to expose students to authentic speeches
Methods: video-based activity
Aid: youtube video
Interaction: frontal
Time: 8’

Description
Students are invited to watch the video entitled „Make it count” and see if their quotes were correct

Activity 5 After viewing
Aim: - to check the correct quotes and to offer their opinion about the video
Methods: brainstorming,discussion
Aid: laptop
Interaction: frontal
Time: 15’

Description
Students correct the quotes and express their point of view regarding the video.After that the teacher asks them the questions:
If you were to plan a trip around the world in 10 days, what countries would you visit and why?(any special activities that you would like to try?)
How can you make the most of your life?
of this year?
of this week?
of this class?
of this moment?
If you could skip school for a day how would you make it count?(be original) 😊
Extra activity: The teacher gives them the site https://www.bootsnall.com/articles  and asks the students to choose an article , to read it and to be ready to speak about it for 30 seconds.


Homework assignment: 2’ Students have to choose one of the quotes in the video and free write on it.
Possible problems: due to frecquent blackouts and technical issues students may lose contact with the teacher and the classmates for a few minutes.
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
