III. Objectives
a. Cognitive
By the end of the lesson students will be able to
-master well the use of passive voice;

- practice speaking and writing spontaneously and fluently about something that may provoke the use of words and phrases they have been learning recently;
-understand and react to simple and complex questions;
- identify the main idea/theme of the text;
-participate actively in a dialogue;
-speek freely about the topic.
b. Affective:
-create interest into the topic by developing students in cooperative /independent learning;
-make students confident in themselves when speaking a foreign language;
-stimulate students’involvement;
-create a warm atmosphere in order to offer the background for smooth, easy conversation
-stimulating  students’ imagination and creativity.
IV. Assumption: students may have difficulties in identifying and eliciting the main idea of the text.
V. Anticipated problems : some students might need further help end extra indications in solving the tasks, and they may also need some of these indications to be given in Romanian language

	3. Activity2 Remember this
	-to create a dynamic class;
- to encourage students to express their opinion freely;
-to stimulate students’  use of vocabulary, memory and observation skills;



	Teacher
- arranges 5 objects on her personal desk;
-asks students to pay attention;
-hides them from students’ view and makes 5 changes to the desk
-reveals the desk to her students;
-students will have to note the differences, using sentences in the passive voice;
-once students  get  all 5 changes,the teacher  resets the desk and tries the activity again with new changes.
-asks one student to come up to the front of the class and make the changes for one round.
